Okay? 
 
If you understand that and embrace it, letôs get startedé 
 
Our Mini-Business model is going to have you create your own blog with 
unique content. By creating a blog with unique content, Google and other 
search engines will rank your content highly for certain keyword phrases 
that are commonly searched every month. 
 
Once you have enough traffic going to your blog, you will have people 
consistently clicking on the ads youôre going to be putting on the 
pageséwhich, in turn, puts money into your bank account. 
 
Here are the literal steps that you followé 
 
Step 1.) Pick a topic and do 
keyword research.  
 
Using a free keyword tool such as 
WordTrackerôs Free Keyword Tool, 
pick a random topic to talk about on 
your blog (preferably one that 
somehwat interests you) and find 
some keywords related to that topic.  
 
Take time to think about what kind 
of topics youôd be comfortable 
writing about. Youôre going to be 
spending a lot of time on working on 
your blog over the next several 
weeks, so it has to be a topic that 
youôre comfortable with.  
 
Our rule of thumb is this: could 
you write several letters to a 
friend about the topic?  (Thatôs 
really all that blogging is.) 
 

 

You will be working in this topic area for a significant amount of time so

you should choose something you can write about... choosing a topic such 
as ñcars,ò if you have no interest in them, wouldn't be a very good idea. 
Boredom tends to take over quickly if you arenôt interested.  
 
Not only that, but your audience would be able to pick up on your boredom 
and they wouldn't return for more content.  
 
Do you enjoy pets? Working on cars? Traveling to Las Vegas? Parenting? 
The possibilities are endless. Nearly every topic will enable you to 
make money onlineébut some ARE more lucrative than others. 
 
If you want to determine how ñlucrativeò a keyword can be for you, you can 
use this tool to search for your topic. KeywordSpy reveals a rough estimate 
of how much people are paying for ads to appear in Google for that 
particular keyword, and gives you a rough (relative) value of how lucrative 
it could be. 
 
The cost per click amount that is listed at KeywordSpy when you search for 
a particular keyword is the amount that an advertiser will pay for each click 
they receive to their website from that ad. So, if someone clicked that ad 
from your site, you would make roughly 50% of that income. 
 
So, letôs say that weôre interested in creating a blog about parenting. You 
can see from the screenshot above that parenting is a very popular topic, 
getting more than 1,100 searches per day (over 30,000 searches per 
month). 
 
When we search for ñparentingò in KeywordSpy, 
we find that the cost per click amount is $2.20. 
That means you could expect to get 
approximately $1.10 (on average) per click if 
someone clicked an ad on your parenting related 
site. 
 
Keep in mind though, if you want to choose a 
topic that has a high cost per click (so that you earn more when ads are 
clicked), that most of these more expensive clicks are typically in highly 
competitive topics.

That ultimately means itôll be a little (or a lot harder) to get search engines 
to rank your website well and send traffic to you. Itôs a trade off. 
 
If youôre interested strictly in making money and youôre disciplined 
enough, you can go for some of the higher paying topics: debt, insurance, 
supplements for weight loss, most kinds of loans and credit cards. 
 
What weôve typically seen is that if you choose a more competitive topic, it 
takes longer to start making money, but you typically will make more 
money in the long run .  
 
Of course, (continuing with our ñParentingò topic example) when weôre 
setting up our blog, we donôt expect to rank highly for the ñparentingò 
keyword directly. That is a very long-term goal that you can shoot for, but 
itôs certainly not feasible immediately.  
 
Instead, weôre going to be shooting for ñlong tailò keywords, or 
parentingrelated keywords that donôt have quite as many searches as 
ñparentingò itself. 
 
Looking now, there are quite a few good onesé 
 
Parenting tips 
Teenage parenting 
Parenting styles 
Foster parenting 
Parenting advice 
Good parenting skills 
Effective parenting 
 
ALL of those would be excellent keyword phrases to target for your  
Mini-Business. For the purposes of this example, our blog will going to be 
about parenting tips. 
 
So, just to clarify - 
 
You do NOT want your blog to simply be about ñparenting.ò It should be 
more specific. Use the keywords you find as potential prospects. 
 



 

 

Donôt worry if you donôt find a ñgoodò topic the first time around that you 
donôt think you can write about. What is most important is that you 
can write several blog entries  about the topic, and that there are 
several long tail keywords available.  
 
Why is it important that there are a lot of long tail keywords available? 
 
Youôre going to be writing blog entries about each of those keywords, 
targeting just one specific keyword in each blog entry. (More information 
on that later.)  
 
But, youôre going to want to make sure you have PLENTY of topics to write 
about. For parenting, we have all of the topics we listed above, plusé 
 
Tough love parenting 
Spoiled teenagers parenting 
Parenting toddler 
Rules of good parenting 
Parenting quotes 
Parenting videos 
Parenting plan 
 
éand MANY more. Iôm not going to list them all, but hopefully you get the 
point. Find a topic area with plenty of various topics to write about. 
 
If you read a keyword and it doesnôt make sense to you, then scrap it. The 
best way to tell if a keyword phrase is ñlegitimateò is to ask yourself the 
question: Do I think that mult iple people have searched and are 
searching constantly for this term ? 
 
So, for example, a keyword phrase in our parenting keyword list is ñarticles 
on brats are they created by bad parenting. ò It seems highly unlikely that 
multiple people are searching for that exact term on a consistent basis. 
 
So, we would scrap that keyword phrase from our listébut what youôll need 
to do is find 30 of these keyword terms that ñmake senseò and are searched 
at least 15 times per day. 
 
CAVEAT:  Donôt get TOO locked up on this part. Pick a topic, donôt 



 

 

doubt yourself, then continue. FOCUS, as the sooner you get started, 
the sooner you can start killing off your debt. Too many people get caught 
up on this step. 
 
Step 2.) Create  your new blog  in 5 minutes . 
 
OK, so you have that list of keywords from WordTracker open in front of 
you, right? What weôre going to do first is go to Blogger.com and create a 
blog. Itôs 100% free to do so, and from what I know, anyone in the world is 
eligible to make their own blog. 
 
To get started, go to Blogger.com. This is the easiest place to create a blog 

to make money from. When you get to Blogger, you will see a place to sign 
in and a place to click if you don't have an account. Get started by clicking 
CREATE A BLOG.  
 

You need to fill out the 
information on the page - it asks 
for your email address, your 
name, and what you want your 
password to be. Make sure you 
agree to the terms of service too!  
 
Once you have filled in your 
information, accepted their terms 
of service, and clicked to 
continue, you will see the 
following screen. Here is where 

 

 



 

 

you are going to pick the name of your blog.  
 
Weôre going to base the name of our blog on the keyword that weôve chosen 
to target. If you recall, that keyword is ñparenting tips.ò So, ideally, weôd 
want the name of our blog to be: 
 
http://parentingtips.blogspot.com 
or 
http://parenting-tips.blogspot.com 
 
Chances are, those are probably taken. So, we can add a word at the front 
of it to make it unique: 
 
http://bestparentingtips.blogspot.com 
http://best-parenting-tips.blogspot.com 
http://goodparentingtips.blogspot.com 
http://good-parenting-tips.blogspot.com 
http://myparentingtips.blogspot.com 
http://my-parenting-tips.blogspot.com 
 
éthere are literally 1,000s of other variations you could go with, and most 
will probably be available. Pick one and go with it. Donôt worry too much 
about it, and donôt get hung up on it. All that is important is that it contains 
the keyword phrase in the proper order. If we were targeting a keyword 
phrase such as ñgood parenting skills,ò weôd want to aim for these blog 
names:

éHopefully you get the idea. Donôt get too locked up on the name. An exact 
keyword phrase match is the best, but do NOT get worried if itôs not 
available. Just add a short word before or after the name as I show above, 
and try the dashed names. 
 



 

 

Note:  In our personal experience (and in case you were curious), it doesnôt 
seem to matter whether you have a dashed name such as  
http://parenting-tips.blogspot.com or a ñregularò name such as 
http://parentingtips.blogspot.com.  
 
OK, so, letôs move on to step 3é 
 
Step 3.) Write a ñletter ò for your blog.  
 
This is the part where most people will fail. Itôs so easy, it just requires 
consistent work and focuséyet so few people can truly ñhandleò it. Youôre 
going to need to spend between 2 to 3 hours per week  posting new 
content to your blog. 
 
(Yes, this system takes a little bit of work, but itôs worth it. It WILL help 
you kill your debt.) 
 
If you can consistently focus on one blog, making 3 to 4 keyword-optimized 
postings to it every week, youôre going to attract the attention of the search 
engines, generate web site traffic, then be able to use that traffic to make 
money and kill off your debt by using Google AdSense. Weôll discuss that in 
just a bit, donôt worry. 
 
First, letôs talk about what kind of content, specifically, you should be 
writing for your blog. 
 
Once again, we go back to our keyword listé :-) 

 
Youôre going to write a 
ñletter,ò 3 to 4 times per 
week , related directly to  
one of the keywords that 
you found.   
 
For each blog posting, youôll 
want to write in a style as 
though you were writing a 
letter to a friend.  Use 
personal stories and provide 



 

 

helpful information. 
 
For our parenting example, if one of your keywords was ñrules of good 
parenting,ò you could explain what parenting rules you have for your kids, 
talk about stories where your kids have broken the rules, and what rules 
you follow. 
 
Each of your blog postings  need to meet the se 4 criteria:  
 
1.) The title of the blog entry should be the EXACT keyword phrase. 
2.) Your article should be between 350 and 500 words long and should 
contain the exact keyword between 3 and 4 times, depending on the length 
of your article. 
3.) The exact keyword needs to appear in the first 50 words and the last 50 
words of the article. 
4.) It should contain 100% useful information that visitors would 
appreciate reading and builds credibility. 
 
If you find yourself with more to say about a topic, then you can create a 
multiple part series. You could have Rules of Good Parenting Part 1, Part 2 
and so on. 
 
éthatôs all you need to do. Post one ñletter,ò 3 to 4 t imes per week  and 
youôll be able to start generating traffic and then youôll be able to make 
money online by monetizing the traffic. Of course, you need to get the ball 
rolling for the traffic to start flowing though. 
 
Step 4.) Build links and get traffic to your site  
 
Once youôve started to write several articles for your blog, itôs time to start 
getting your blog noticed by the world. The way to do this is with  high -
quality, one -way backlinks.  
 
Here are just a few free methods to get your blog noticed. You should be 
spending 1 to 2 hours per week creating backlinks to particular pages on 
your websiteé 
 
1.) Go to Yahoo Answers,  find 1-2 
open questions related to your topic 



 

 

(use the ñadvancedò feature to search only for open questions) and post an 
answer. Use your blog as a source for the information. Make sure your 
answers are high quality, not just cut and paste from your website. 
 
If you do this 2 to 3 times per week, youôll have a ton of great backlinks 
directly from a reputable site. Plus, it takes only a couple minutes at most 
to post an answer. 
 
2.) Go to a related blog and 
post a highly relevant, high quality 
comment on one of the posts. Post 
good content and a good response to 
whatever blog post that youôre 
commenting on, with a link back to 
your website. 
 
Hereôs a tip: Most blogs are setup so 
you comment using your name, URL and then the comment itself. Often, 
your name becomes hyperlinked and goes back to your site. To make your 
link more ñrelevantò from Googleôs perspective, you should instead list your 
ñnameò as the name of your website. 
 
So, for example, if we were commenting on a blog and our site was 
parentingstips.blogspot.com, then I would have ñParenting Tipsò be my 
name. Youôll want to change it upésometimes you might want to use 
ñGood Parenting Tipsò as your name, for example. Just post using a bunch 
of different ñnamesò that are actually keywords and youôll build plenty of 
highly relevant backlinks. 
 
3.) Create a Squidoo lens  and 
optimize it the same way you 
optimized your blog. Try to get your 
lens name to be 
http://squidoo.com/parentingtips or 
http://squidoo.com/parenting-tips/, 
for example. Put a bit of content on 
the lens, which you can steal from your own website. Just take an article or 
two from your website, re-write it a bit (takes 5 minutes or less) and then 
put it on the lens and link back to your site. 



 

 

 
4.) Create another free blog on Word Press.com  and point it back to 
your own site. You only need a couple high quality posts and then have 
them point back to your main website. 
 
5.) Submit articles to our 3 main article directories: EzineArticles, 
GoArticles and SearchWarp. They should be keyword optimized, just like 
the posts you did for your blog. You can write about the same topics, but 
the articles do need to be unique. You should use the author bio box to 
point to your website. 
 
6.) Post your articles on Digg.com. Even if you donôt 
get many Diggs for your articles, linking to your site from 
Digg helps increase your link popularity. 
 
7.) Submit your website to DMOZ.org.  It will take a while to get 
listed, but itôs a very strong backlink to your website. Note: your site must 
be high quality for them to accept it. 
 
8 .) Use StumbleUpon to  stumble your blog.  
It will help increase link popularity a bit, and also 
give you some direct visitors. 
 
There are literally 100s of other ways to build links to your site, but the 
ones above are some of the easiest and most popular ways...and theyôre 
completely free.  
 
After you get several backlinks, your site will slowly start to get indexed 
and appear in Google. After 30 to 45 days, you will typically start to see 
consistent, growing traffic to your website from the search engines. 
 



 

 

To track how much traffic you 
have, use a free service such as 
StatCounter and create an 
account for your blog. At the 
end of the creation process, you will be provided with some HTML code 
that you need to paste into your blog so that it can track your visitors for 
you.  
 
This is easy to do by going into the blogôs editor. Donôt be intimidated by 
the code! Itôs easyé 
 
Click the ñLayoutò tab on top and then click Edit HTML.  
 
Scroll down to the bottom of the editorôs page and paste in the code that 
StatCounter provides you. Then, youôll be able to see how many visitors 
youôre getting and from what locations! 
 
Be sure to paste the code 
BEFORE the final 
</html> tag on the page. 
See the screenshot to the 
right. 
 
OK, so, you have a solid, 
established blog that you 
post to as often as you can. 
Whatôs next?é 
 
Making the money! 
 
Step 5.) Make money online by using Google AdSense.  
 
Using Blogger, itôs extremely easy to put Google AdSense into your blog. 
That will be your primary way to make money (and start killing your debt) 
after launching your Mini-Business. 
 
Youôll want to add your Google AdSense ñad blocksò in 3 primary places on 
your website:

1.) The top of the blog (below the title, but above your blog postings.) 
 
2.) The sidebar of your blog (below the ñAbout Meò section.) 
 
3.) At the end of your postings. (You should set it to one posting per page.) 
 
 By doing so, youôll maximize the amount of clickthroughs that youôll 
receive from people visiting your blog. 
 
You can add these blocks of AdSense code by clicking the ñLayoutò tab at 
the top and then clicking ñPage Elements.ò 
 
After that, click ñadd a gadgetò as you see to the left. That will allow you to 
add AdSense to your blog and to design your ads so that they match the 
design of your website. 
 
Youôll be able to check your AdSense earnings at anytime by going to your 
AdSense account. 
 
Adsense will only pay you when you have reached your account threshold. 
For most accounts, this is $100. It may take you over a month to reach that 
amount, but as you write more, you will get more visitors and you will 
make more money. It'll all add up, earning you more and more as time goes 
on. 
 
Letôs start talking about the kind of money you can make... 
 
Depending on the topic youôve chosen for your blog, youôll start making 
anywhere from a few pennies to a dollar or two per click. With a site with 
high traffic, it can add up and bring you a nice side income to help pay the 
bills. 
 
Youôll be able to earn anywhere from a few dollars per month to a few 
hundred to a few thousand (with time). And, the amount will continue to 
grow as your traffic grows. 
 
Itôs a very powerful cycle. Plus, as your blog increases in popularity, youôll 
be able to add other ñmoney making enginesò to it ï but thatôs only for 
advanced members with established blogs.

As you continue to create new blog 
postings overtime, your Mini-Business 
will continue to grow. Youôll get more 
visitors and they will click on your ads 
more often. It only takes a few visitors to 
make your Mini-Business pump out cash 
for you. 
If you follow this step -by -step 
checklist, you WILL kill your debt.  
You cannot fail. Until your blog is 
making $100 or more per month, you 
SHOULD NOT create another blog. 

Youôd be wasting your time. 
 
If you have extra time on your hands, spend your extra time by creating an 
extra blog post or by spending time creating more links to your website. If 
you do that instead of trying to manage 2-3 (or more!) blogs at once, youôll 
see MUCH better results. 
 
And, all of your efforts will build on each other. 
 
Beating your debt and creating your Mini-Business is just a matter of 
pressing on when youôre discouraged. Youôre constantly going to be facing 
an uphill battleésome people give up after 3 or 4 weeks and no money in 
their pocket, but others hold out and keep following the instructions 
aboveéthen the money starts pouring in. 
 
It truly is a ñno-failò system. It takes work, but anyone willing to 
put the time in WILL succeed.
